Jamie Bamber is the Eng-

Daily Dragon: Science fic-
tion is used to question the
flaws of humanity through
a lens that provides ac-
cessibility to people who
might not otherwise read
or watch stories about race
equality, gender equality,
religion, or politics. One of
Battlestar Galactica’s great-
est strengths is its fearless
comment on these aspects
of society. Which aspects
resonate most with you?

Jamie Bamber: At its core,
[Battlestar Galactical is a
show about civilizations
fouling their own beds
and chewing up the plan-
ets they live on by over-
extending themselves by
developing in ways that
are questionable and that
lead to their own destruc-
tion and the very destruc-
tive nature of humanity.
Like all life, if put in a Pe-
tri dish, we will breed and
expand and slowly Kkill
ourselves with our own
excretions after a while.

And that’s exactly what
we’re doing as a human race
on this planet right now. We
are pretty well guaranteeing
our own destruction, and
Battlestar Galactica takes
that premise a step further
and examines what hap-
pens after that.

I think it’s a mirror that

we hold up to the world.
All those things you men-
tioned—political situations
around the world, wars we
fight, enemies we create
with our own blinded poli-
cies, our own prejudices—I
think the people we deem
to be enemies, people we
think are less than human,
all these things, are appar-
ent with what my charac-
ter, all of the characters,
have to deal with, each
and every one of them.

It’s a fascinating show. It’s
bleak, but | believe it holds
a truthful mirror up to the
situations we face now.
We as a human race all are
head of this plan; we real-
ize how desperately wrong
it’s been going for at least
the last 30 or 40 years.

Holly Black has published
three young adult urban fan-
tasy novels, Tithe, Valiant,
and [lronside, which reached
the New York Times best-
seller list. She co-created
the Spiderwick Chronicles
series with Tony DiTerlizzi,
which has been adapted into
a movie by Paramount, to be
released next year.

Daily Dragon (DD): Your
work is darker than a lot
of young adult fantasy. Do
you ever self-censor?

Holly Black (HB): | think
that people have an idea
about teen literature, espe-
cially adults who are around
my age, that it’s like the
books they read as kids. In
fact, those books are solid-
ly in the middle grades. The
books that | read | read as a
kid are comfortably shelved
in middle grade, and when
| think back, | read them

back in the fourth, fifth,
and sixth grade.

I’'m writing for 14-year-olds
and 17-year-olds, and when
I was that age, | was reading
novels. What teen and YA are
doing is trying to bridge that
gap between being in middle
school, and in some cases,
college. So teen books have
to address the concerns of
teens, and their concerns are
perhaps not what we would
like as parents. They’re deal-
ing with drugs, they’re deal-
ing with sex and bullies and
gangs and really scary stuff.
They’re making decisions
that could massively affect
what happens to them for
the rest of their lives.

It’s a real turning point, and
it’s a fascinating time to be
writing about. | think to be
fair, and to do a good job,
in order to service it you
have to remember what

I was really doing at that
time. People | think would
be surprised at the stuff
that | didn’t make up. | re-
ally did sleep in a subway
platform in New York, just
like Val in Valiant. | wasn’t
on an abandoned platform
with a bunch of homeless
teenagers, | was there with
my friends because | was
13, and we snuck away to
the city, it’s true. | would be
doing a disservice to kids if
| wasn’t being true to that.

DD: What new projects are
you working on?

HB: | have three graphic nov-
els I’'m working on called The
Good Neighbors, with Ted
Naifeh. They’re a little bit like
my modern fairy tale series,
but it’s not specifically the
same universe.
