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The parade route we intro-
duced in 2013 was so well re-
ceived, we’re using it again this 
year! Lots of excellent viewing 
spots and photo op locations!

For those new to the parade, 
the 3/4-mile route winds 
through downtown Atlanta: 

• The parade launches at Spring 
Street and West Peachtree 
Place, heading to Ivan Allen 
Boulevard, where things really 
start to rock and roll.

• The parade heads east on 
Ivan Allen for a few blocks and 
turns onto Peachtree Street, 
moving south for approxi-
mately six blocks.

• When we get to Andrew 
Young international Boulevard, 
just past the America’s Mart, we 
turn east and march down the 
hill to Peachtree Center Avenue.

• Our last turn is north onto 
Peachtree Center, continuing 
to the Marriott Marquis, where 
the parade ends.

An Interview with David Farland: 
Author, Mentor, Editor by Debbie Yutko 

2014 Parade 
Route

Fans of The Runelords will be 
excited to hear that David Far-
land is working on the final 
book in the bestselling series, 
A Tale of Tales.  Writing fan-
tasy is only one facet of this 
versatile author’s repertoire. 
David Farland is the pen name 
chosen by Dave Wolverton to 
separate his fantasy from his 
award-winning science fiction. 
Farland graciously agreed to 
take time from his busy sched-
ule to answer a few questions 
for the Daily Dragon. 

Daily Dragon (DD): I’ve read 
that you’re an artist as well as 
a writer. How does your expe-
rience as an artist influence 
your writing?
David Farland (DF): I don’t 
know if I would say that I’m an 
artist. I studied oil painting and 
did a bit of sculpting as a teen, 
but I decided in college to re-
ally focus my efforts in writing.

I see all arts as one art.  Wheth-
er I’m composing a novel or a 
painting or writing a song, I go 
through the same process of 

deciding upon 
a structure, 
roughing it out, 
and then refin-
ing the piece by 
making multi-
ple passes at it.

DD: As coordinating judge for 
the Writers of the Future Con-
test, you must read reams of 
submissions. What are some 
of the things you look for in a 
winning story?

DF: I look for an intriguing 
new concept, followed by a 
gripping plot, beautifully told, 
which ultimately has a power-
ful intellectual and emotional 
payoff. That sums up quite 
quickly something that is re-
ally very, very complex.  

DD: What is the most reward-
ing part of mentoring new 
writers? 

DF: To be honest, when I spot 
talent, it’s great to see that I 
got it right. Years ago, I was 
asked by the chief editor of 
Scholastic to help choose a 

book to push big for the com-
ing year. I looked at their of-
ferings and decided on a vir-
tually unknown novel, Harry 
Potter. I had a talk with the ed-
itor, explaining why I thought 
it would be a hit, but I worried 
that all of the major publish-
ers had seen it and declined 
it, and I kept wondering, “Is it 
just me, or is this really a hit?” 
So I was gratified when they 
began pushing the book, and 
a year later it hit #1 on the 
bestseller list, then became 
the bestseller of all time.

In the same way, when I was 
grading Stephenie Meyer’s pa-
pers in college, I recall think-
ing, “This young lady really has 
a wonderful voice.  If she ever 
falls in love with a story idea, 
she’s going to be dangerous!” 
So it was fun to watch her take 
off. The same happened with 
Brandon Sanderson and vari-
ous others. I sort of feel like a 
proud papa.

Behind the Scenes at  
the Con Suite by Nancy Northcott 

In the rush of trying to see and 
do as much as possible, con-
goers sometimes feel over-
worked and underfed.  Dragon 
Con offers help with those 
problems in its con suite. Di-
rector Joe Campbell has a 
finely tailored system for keep-
ing the food and drink flowing 
during the con.

Daily Dragon (DD): For those 
who may be attending their 
first convention here, could you 
describe what the con suite is?

Joe Campbell (JC): It’s an oasis 
from the convention, a place 
where they can go, sit down, 
grab a bite to eat, meet up with 
friends, or just de-stress. We 
usually are showing something 
on the screen or doing some-
thing silly.  We try to make it a 
place to relax.
We’re not really lost and found 
for objects, but we are for hu-
mans. If you lose someone, you 
can come and meet them at the 

con suite.  It’s a fixed point.

DD: Can you estimate how 
many sandwiches you and your 
volunteers served last year?

JC: Subway donates six 6-foot-
long subs every day of the con. 
We go through 36 feet of subs 
every day, and we do that for 
four days. That comes out to 
144 feet of subs. Within the 
four-day period, we go through 
250 loaves of bread, and we 
hand out 480 hotdogs.

DD: Where is the con suite, and 
what are the hours?

JC: We’re on the second floor 
of the Hyatt in rooms 223 and 
226, right above the Hyatt bar.  
We open 10 minutes after reg-
istration opens on Friday and 
we shut down about 20 min-
utes after closing ceremonies.  
In between, we’re open 24 
hours a day.
